W  hen? From 3pm until 6pm each day (last pick up 6pm). The club will now run on a Friday until 5pm. 

Where? Based within the school, the After School Club takes place throughout  the school. It will use the hall, café, library, commu-

nity garden, playground and field. Parents collecting children should access the school via the main door. 

Who? The club is open to all children from Reception to Year 6. From September 2023 the capacity for each extended school 

session is 30 children. 18 spaces are available for the short session and 12 spaces for the long session. 

 

Activities

activities for the children to choose from.

Cost 

A regular place at the After School Club costs £11 a day– pick up 

by 5pm. If you require child care after 5pm the cost will be 

£15.00, pick up by 6pm.  

Children can be booked in for every day, regular days each week 

or on an adhoc basis– subject to availability. There are dis-

counts available for 2nd and 3rd siblings. 

These clubs can be paid for using childcare vouchers.

Staffing 

The club will be staffed by Holy Family support staff provid-

ing a consistent transition from school to club. The extended 

school team is led by Mrs Rawlinson– she will oversee the 

smooth running of the club. 

The club will be open Monday to Friday during term time 

except INSET days and the last day of each term when 

school ends at 12 o’clock.  

TIMETABLE 

During the week there are some regular activities, allowing parents to book the after 

school club for these days to provide their child with a timetable of activities. 

ThursDAY: Children attending after school club will be able to 

join a homework group with one of our teachers. This will run from 3:30-4:30-allowing  

time for snacks before the session starts and some time after homework to enjoy oth-

er activities. This is for Key Stage 2 children. The After School Club will run their nor-

mal activities while KS2 children attend the homework session. 

If you attend an extra  curricular sport club run by the school (eg football 

and athletics) attendance at these clubs can be included in your After 

School Club fee of £11 (you will not have to pay extra to attend). The 

normal After School Club fee applies if you attend an independent sports club. 

All income from the After School Club 

will be used to finance school projects 

that will benefit all the children in the 

school.  

Breakfast Club 

Breakfast Club runs from 7:30 each morning. The  

club is open to all children and children can be 

booked in for every day, regular days or on an adhoc 

basis.  

Breakfast is served every day and the children can 

choose from a range of activities.  

The cost of breakfast club is £5.50 for 

the session.

Our wraparound care is a fabulous way for 

children across the school to interact in an in-

formal atmosphere.
